We ordain that the Catholic, Apostolic, and Roman faith be restored and reestablished in all those districts and places of this our Realm…in which its exercise has been interrupted, there to be freely and peaceably exercised…










                                     
And to leave no occasion for trouble or difference among our subjects: We permit those of the so-called Reformed Religion to live and abide in all the towns and districts of this our Realm…free from inquisition, molestation or compulsion to do anything in the way of religion, against their conscience…provided that they observe the provisions of this Edict…
